PBFFW (a.k.a. Moving in Front of a Source)
· Reread your journal entry over the Worley piece (WRAC 163-167). You may need to reread the essay if you have forgotten much of it. 
· Next, write a “think piece” of 2-4 pages, double-spaced and typed, in which you attempt to arrive at one or two points you think would be interesting in critiquing in Worley’s essay. This is an exploratory writing; therefore, IT WILL NOT NECESSARILY BE ORGANIZED. It is an exploration, an attempt to arrive at an idea that might be worth writing about in response to an analysis of Worley. 
· Remember, your primary responsibility in this think piece is not to agree or disagree with Worley nor is it to definitively figure out what we should understand about Worley article. 
· Think about what is most interesting to you in Worley’s piece, or what is most telling, or what is most egregious, or what seems most important. Focus on only one or two points and explore what you can say about each. 
· Since you are the one performing the thinking, this may be written in first person. Enjoy it as this is the only reprieve you will have from the objective third person.
· Do not freak out and question if you are performing the assignment correctly. As Nike has so successfully exhorted via its ads, “Just Do It!”
