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MLA Format (indicate correctness with a √)
· TNR 12

· Double-spaced

· 1 time header in upper right hand corner

· Running page number preceded by last name and space (TNR 12)

Accuracy (Write the information; I promise your hand will NOT fall off.)
· What is the central claim? Rewrite it. Is it accurate? Why or why not?
· What is the vital support? List it. Is it accurate? Why or why not?
· Does the writer understand the meaning of the article? Yes or no? If no, what is the issue?

Coherency, Writing Style, and Objectivity (Address issues directly on the student’s summary)

· Where does the student writer need to use transitions?

· If there is an area that seems choppy, please write “CHOP” in the margin beside it.

· Circle any attributive tags. Are there enough to establish Edelman’s ideas as her own? Are there areas where it seems as if the student writer is offering her own opinions? 
· Are there general clarity issues? If so, write FOG in the margin next to the problem area.

· Does the student writer successfully use paragraphs for organization? If not, write       to suggest the start of a new paragraph.
Independent 
Are there areas that require the original essay for clarity? If so, write N.O. for “Need Original” in the margin.

Brief (Mark on the paper using a colored pen)

· Count the number of words, write the total at the bottom of the page, and circle it.

· If the count is more than 275, where could the student writer tighten up? Write TIGHTEN in the margin next to any wordy areas.

· If the count is below 250, is the summary too brief for a full understanding? What did the student writer leave out that you consider vital in understanding Edelman’s article? Write your suggestions directly on the paper.

Mechanics and Usage 
· Does the writer employ an overabundance of commas? If so, write a note advising him or her to double-check punctuation.
· Does the student writer have spelling issues? If so, write SP next to the misspelled word.
